	1.   It is used to talk about a future intention.
	a) We’re going to get married in June.

	2. It is used to talk about a future plan.
	      b) When I grow up, I’m going to be a doctor.

	3. It is used to talk about a future decision thought about before the moment of speaking.
	c) I’m going to tell him the truth about what

    happened to the car.

	4. It is used to talk about a future event for which there is some evidence now (inevitable event).
	d) Look at those clouds; it’s going to rain.

Notice that ‘going to go’ is often shortened: When are you going (to go) home? 

Pronunciation: ‘going to’ is often spoken as “gonna” (I’m gonna do it)
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
