(You’ll)


	It is used to talk about the future

	It is used when the speaker thinks that the “if” event might happen.


	a) If it rains, we’ll go to the movies. (It might rain; it might not.)

b) If he spends all his money, he won’t be able to buy a new car. (He might spend all his money; he might not.)
